CHILDREN NEED TO BRING 

 

§ An appropriate hat. We are a sun smart preschool so they need a hat in their 
tray all year round. Hats are worn when UV rating is 3 and greater. (Wide 
brimmed, legionnaire or bucket, please no caps that donôt protect the childôs

§ A backpack to bring snack, lunch, drink, spare clothes and to take home 
things they may have made. 

§ Healthy snack and drink bottle. On Tuesdayôs we collect the childrenôs fruit 
and have shred fruit. This gives the children a chance to taste something 
they may not have had before. We promote healthy eating and encourage all 
children to ñEat a Rainbowò, so please no fizzy drinks, cordial, chocolates or 
lollies. Some ideas to promote your childôs eating include:  fruits, vegetables, 
chees, cold meats, hard boiled eggs, wholemeal sandwiches, dried fruits,  
yoghurt, tuna et. You may use the preschool fridge to ensure your childôs food 
is kept at the correct temperature. 

§ Library bag - If you would like your child to borrow, we visit the school library 
on Tuesdays.   

 



 

 

 

CURRICULUM 

 

Our programme is based on the Early Years Learning framework. (E.Y.L.F) 
ñBelonging, ,Being and Becomingò 

 

We programme experiences and activities involving the childrenôs interests,      
developmental needs and desired outcomes from the EYLF framework.  We post 
a copy of this programme in parentsô note pockets .  We welcome parents sharing 
their ideas, skills and resources as part of your childôs team of educators.  The 
EYLFôs essential learning's are :-  

§ Children have a strong sense of identity. 

§ Children are connected with & contribute to their world. 

§ Children have a strong sense of wellbeing. 

§ Children are confident and involved learners. 

§ Children are effective communicators. 

 

We collect a range of data as evidence of learning for each child.  This record 
keeping may include observation notes, checklists, pieces of work, photos, staff 
and parent chats and child surveys.  These will assist in the formulation of a  
summative report at the end of the childôs preschool time.  The folder of collected   
material will be presented to parents when the child leaves preschool.  You are     
welcome to approach staff at anytime or arrange a time, to discuss your childôs 
learning at preschool. 



SESSION TIMES: 

 

Regular attendance at preschool is most important.  Your child benefits by         
attending each session as they socialise and make friends, learn through routines 
and the day to day programmed experiences.
